SUBJECT:

Privacy/Use of the Region members email list

DECISION:

The BOD decided that the privacy of the membership email list is of paramount importance and that the BOD must be diligent in protecting it.  Under NO circumstances may the list be given to non-members of the Region nor used to further in any way the reputation or financial status of a commercial enterprise.  The list should be used to remind members of meetings or inform them of unusual happenings of importance to the membership. The President must approve all such messages in essence, if not in detail.  As an exception, the Social Chair has authority to initiate reminders of meetings or other scheduled events.    The addressee list or grouping on the messages will be prepared in such a manor that no recipient can see the other addressees. SUBJECT:

Officer Elections

DECISION:

The BOD decided that the Region Constitution should be amended to change the term of office of the elected Officers from one year to two years and that the 2007 serving officers should be extended until the election of 2008.  The specific wording is “An amendment will be offered to the Shenandoah PCA Constitution effectively changing the term of office for the elected officers from one year to two years at either the 2007 Christmas Party Meeting or the January 2008 Scheduling Meeting.
